What We Hear 
Acts 13:48 - KJV says the Gentiles were “glad!” 
cf. 13:32 – “And we declare unto you glad tidings, how that the promise which was made unto the fathers,” KJV
cf. Mark 6:20 (Herod glad to hear John). 
Mark 12:37 – people glad to hear Jesus.

Luke 15:32 (The glad father of the prodigal son).

What we Give 2 Cor. 8:5 – cf. 2 Cor. 12:15 (Paul was glad to be spent for their sakes); 
2 Cor. 13:9 (Paul was glad to be weak, if the brethren were made strong). 
2 Cor. 12:9 (Paul was glad to suffer infirmity) 
1 Peter 4:13 (Be glad to partake of the sufferings of Christ). 
Cf. Matthew 5:12 “rejoice and be exceeding glad”
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
