• Eternality Is Embodied In Christ – 1 John 1:2

• Eternality Is Ensured In Christ – 1 John 2:25

• Eternality Is Exclusive In Christ – 1 John 3:15

• Eternality Is Entirely In Christ – 1 John 5:11,12

• Eternality Is Enlightening In Christ – 1 John 5:13

• Eternality Is Enhanced In Christ – 1 John 5:20
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Eternality Is Embodied In Christ – 1 John 1:2 – Eternal life was made known in Christ. Perhaps understood in the Old Testament(e.g. David’s child who died-2 Sam. 12:23), but with the coming of Christ, eternality was embodied. See Colossians 2:9.
Eternality Is Ensured In Christ – 1 John 2:25 – Eternal life is only for the privileged! The privileged are the obedient, (abiding in what you’ve been taught v.24). The privileged are told they have eternal life! It sure is ensuring to know the promise has been made.
Eternality Is Exclusive In Christ – 1 John 3:15 – Just identifying with Christ is no guarantee of acceptance to eternal life. Not everyone has eternal life. A murderer does not! Brotherly love is a contingent on having eternal life. Some will see eternal life. Some will not. Some will be included, while others will be excluded.
Eternality Is Entirely In Christ – 1 John 5:11-13 – To be “in” Christ one is said to be a “new creation” 2 Cor. 5:17; Galatians 3:27 “baptized into Christ” is how one gets there. There is no eternality outside of Christ.
Eternality Is Enlightening In Christ – 1 John 5:13 – If being in Christ teaches us anything, it teaches us that, like Jesus, we too shall live forever!
Eternality Is Enhanced In Christ – 1 John 5:20 – How could eternity be any better than knowing Jesus is there? Well, God, the Father is there as well. Jesus enhances eternity’s grasp on the human heart by causing us to want to be with our Maker. Remember John 17:5 “And now, Father, glorify me in your own presence with the glory that I had with you before the world existed.” Jesus want to go back to being with the Father. We want to go be with the Father, because being with Him – IS eternal life. End with 1 Thess. 4:17 – “Then we who are alive, who are left, will be caught up together with them in the clouds to meet the Lord in the air, and so we will always be with the Lord.”
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
